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Founded 2,500 years ago in the region at the confluence of the Yellow River and

Yangtze River, Nanjing served as China’s capital for six dynasties for over 500 years.

It boasts an ancient literary tradition that includes China’s first literary academy and



the world’s largest reference work, the Imperial Encyclopaedia. Over 10,000 literary

works have been written in or on Nanjing, including the Chinese classic “Dream of

the Red Chamber” and Nobel laureate Pearl Buck’s masterpiece “The Good Earth”.
